You know Southern State Community College as your two-year community college serving Adams, Brown, Clinton, Fayette, and 
Highland Counties.  We take pride in our implementation of the College Credit Plus program which now comprises over half of our 
student population. Two thirds of our traditional age students are first generation college students and 75% are Pell Grant eligible.  
Our tuition is the 4th lowest in the state among non-levy schools.  The College itself has historically prioritized tuition constraint and 
has saved our students an estimated $6 million by remaining below state average tuition rates over the last fifteen years. As Ohio�[�•��
economy has expanded after the recession, enrollment, especially among working-age adults, has declined. This tuition restraint 
coupled with declining enrollment is placing the college at serious financial risk.
